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The present submission concentrates on the developments since the adoption of the last ECRI report on Latvia in 2011, with particular accent on the more recent events – those after the ECRI conclusions on Latvia were adopted in 2014.
Legislative issues (general)
[1] In 2014, a detailed preamble to the Constitution has been adopted. While is has some positive signs like saying that Latvia “recognises and protects fundamental human rights and respects ethnic minorities”, many features are of concern. In particular:

The preamble stresses the role of the ethnic “Latvian nation”, contrasted with the civic “people of Latvia”, and declares Latvia to be a “national state”. 
The statement “the identity of Latvia in the European cultural space has been shaped by Latvian and Liv traditions, Latvian folk wisdom, the Latvian language” is strangely ignoring many traditional minorities much more numerous than the Livs, both now and at the time the state of Latvia was proposed and founded. 
The statement “the Latvian language as the only official language, (..) are the foundations of a cohesive society” as such does not contradict minority rights, but can be used to whitewash restrictions on the official use of other languages along Latvian.

[2] Comprehensive anti-discrimination legislation has still not been adopted. 
Among the relevant sectoral laws, some still lack anti-discrimination provisions. We consider that the most important from them is the Law on Residential Tenancy. A draft of a new  Residential Tenancy Law has been published in June, 2017 – but it lacks anti-discrimination provisions, too.
 
A new Law on the Prohibition of Discrimination against Natural Persons – Economic Activity Performers was adopted in November 2012. It replaces the analogous law of May 2009.
[3] The competence of the Ombudsman’s Office to participate in litigation on discrimination issues has not changed essentially.
[4] The Criminal Law provisions on dicrimination and hate speech have been amended:
1. Section 48 (on aggravating circumstances) has been specified. Now it includes not only “racial”, but also “national, ethnic or religious motives”.
2. Section 78 (on triggering hatred) has been amended in 2014. Religious hatred has been added to national, ethnic and racial one (earlier, triggering religious hatred was regulated by a separate Section 150, which provided for fines up to 2 years of imprisonment, and up to 4 years in aggravated cases). As another result of the amendments, if acts triggering have been committed by a [non-organised] group of persons or a public official, or a responsible employee of an undertaking (company) or organisation, or if they have been committed using an automated data processing system, the applicable punishment now is deprivation of liberty for a period up to five years, or temporary deprivation of liberty, or community service, or a fine. (before the amendments – deprivation of liberty for a period up to ten years)
3. Section 149.1 (on discrimination) has been amended in 2012 and 2014. Here, on the contrary, the maximum punishment became bigger (Now: deprivation of liberty for a period up to one year, and in aggravated cases up to three years. Before the amendments, the maximum punishment was normally a fine, in aggravated cases - deprivation of liberty for a period up to two years). Another important change concerns when discrimination falls under that section. Before the amendments, the crucial feature was repetition of the offence, now it is substantial harm.
[5] The Code of Administrative Violations provisions on dicrimination have not been changed in any significant way. Instead of lats, fines are now calculated in euros.

[6] Two notable amendments were made to Labour Law. The amendment of June, 2012,
 adds Paragraph 2.1 to Section 32. It prohibits indications of proficiency in a particular foreign language as a requirement in a job advertisement, unless the proficiency is “reasonably necessary”. An analogous amendment of October, 2014 applies to employment contracts, adding Para. 9 to Section 40.
  It should be noted that excessive requirements for Latvian language skills can be discriminatory, too, – especially for persons belonging to national minorities. However, the legislator is unwilling to explicitly ban such discrimination.
[7] Notable amendments have also been made to the Citizenship Law (in 2013) and to regulations on benefits for refugees. See below the relevant chapters.
Integration policy (general issues)
[8] We are sceptical towards the Integration Guidelines of 2011, mainly out of the same concerns as expressed by ECRI in its latest report and by the FCNM Advisory Committee in its Second Opinion on Latvia. More generally, integration policy fails to solve the problem of mass statelessness and to respect the interests of minorities, especially a large Russian-speaking population, to get services in mother tongue (see below under country-specific issues).
[9] One particular issue, which does not get necessary attention, is the ethnic discrepancy in incarceration rates. Data published in August, 2016, show that among inmates, there were 1761 ethnic Latvians, 1573 ethnic Russians, 175 ethnic Romani, in August.
 On July 1, 2016,  there were 1,281,315 ethnic Latvians, 561,854 ethnic Russians, 7545 Romani living in Latvia.
 Comparing the data, we get the following incarceration rate for 100,000 persons: ethnic Latvians – 137, ethnic Russians – 280, ethnic Romani – 2319.

Funding for integration projects

[10] We wish to bring Commission’s attention to a programme managed by the Society Integration Fund (SIF), "Support for the media in creating content in Latvian language important for the public, intended for the diaspora, national minorities and disabled persons".
 It claims to support minorities – but is only available for Latvian-language media.
[11] Besides, the Ministry of Interior has admitted in 2017, that, while it is responsible for managing Asylum, Migration and Integration Fund money and while “Latvian non-citizens” fall under groups relevant for the fund, no projects applicable to “Latvian non-citizens” are currently underway.

Refugees

[12] Concerning the refugees, Latvia has agreed in 2015-2016 to admit up to 776 refugees from Southern EU member states under a EU relocation plan. Immediately, even before the first relocated refugees came, Latvian authorities have slashed the benefits for refugees, claiming their numbers was now expected to grow strongly. The normal size of the benefit was reduced from EUR 256 to EUR 139.
 Another obstacle is posed by Latvian language proficiency requirements imposed by government on labour market – although it should be noted that refugees are given a special benefit for learning the language.

There is much evidence of most of the relocated refugees having left Latvia already.

Government publications and ruling politicians’ discourse

[13] In April 2017, Security Police has published its annual report for 2016. Minority rights activism is presented as follows:

”The following themes dominated the rhetoric of Russian compatriot activists in Latvia in 2016: So-called defence of Russian rights (“massive repression and persecution of the so-called defenders of Russian rights”, discrimination against non-citizens”, “Russophobia and the ethnocratic regime in Latvia”, “threats to so-called Russian schools”)“.

The police in this report also attacks minority activists for protesting against annual March the 16 events honouring Waffen SS legionnaires.
 Actually, ECRI has also criticized those events in its latest report on Latvia
 – but they continue, with participation of co-ruling National Alliance politicans.

[14] Meanwhile, a notable minority rights activist, Ms Elizabete Krivcova, LL.M., is suing the Security Police. The issue at stake is that Ms Krivcova was mentioned in the analogous public report of the Security Police for 2014 in the chapter on protection of the constitutional order and described as an activist of Russia's compatriot policy.
 She demands to withdraw the personal criticism published and to recognise the publishing of it to be illegal. The district court agreed in 2016 that Ms Krivcova is a human rights activist. However, it considered that the Security Police is authorised to write in its public reports about "formally lawful" actions considered to threaten security. The court considered that it has only a very limited scope of review - on procedural issues. The Administrative Regional Court has agreed with the district court in April 2017.

[15] In March, 2016, MP Kārlis Seržants (co-ruling Union of Greens and Farmers) has spoken in an interview about people working to undermine the Latvian state being "mostly people of a very smart ethnicity with lawyers [among them]." Asked if he was referring to Russians, Seržants replied: "No, I mean the Jewish ethnicity".
 While the public broadcaster did not support Seržant’s attack on the ethnicity of opponents, it has also engaged in calling people attacked by Seržants “prominent pro-Russia activists”.

[16] In May, 2017, MP Edvīns Šnore (co-ruling National Alliance, awarded Order of the Three Stars in 2008) has published an article “The aim: A Latvian Latvia” in his party newspaper and on his Twitter. The most shocking statement there is a quotation, with approval, from a minister of 1934-1940 authoritarian regime: “As Alfreds Berzins, a minister of public affairs, said in his time, ‘if you let Russian lice to your coat once, it will be difficult to get it out’. Indeed, we see that Russian-speaking immigrants of the USSR time do not leave, though permanently cursing Latvia. At least they do not leave in such amount as the ethnic Latvians would have wanted”.
 On June 14, 2017, Mr Šnore has been punished by the parliamentary Commission on mandates, ethics and petitions. However, the colleagues have chosen the least stringent punishment possible – an oral warning.
 This is hardly compatible with ECRI recommendation “that the Parliament’s Code of Ethics be enforced more vigourously.”.

[17] Concerning, the state awards, another fact of concern is the story of a former Soviet-time dissident Mr Linards Grantiņš, awarded the Order of the Three Stars in 1996. He became a notable far-right activist. In 2015, it became known that criminal proceedings for inciting ethnic hatred were initiated against him, but Mr Grantins has not been deprived of his Order of Three Stars so far.

Country-specific issues: Language policy
[18] Latvian authorities stick to the restrictive and punitive approach to use of any language other than Latvian. This policy remains inadequate, in particular, in the view of more than 37 % of the population speaking Russian at home (2011 census
). 

Education in minority languages

[19] In the declaration of the current Kučinskis cabinet (February, 2016), an intention to switch minority (bilingual) public schools to Latvian as the only language of instruction is announced: “A plan must be developed and launched for the transition to a unified education standard in the state language in state and local government funded educational institutions”.

[20] The number of minority schools has continued to fall in the last years, with a greater share of the minority schools, already few, being affected than Latvian language-only schools

[21] Moreover, in the remaining public minority schools, the oppportunities to use minority languages are diminishing. On August 12, 2014, Cabinet regulation No. 468 was adopted.
 Their annex No. 25 provides for minority public schools in grades 7 to 9 to teach at least 60 % of the curriculum in Latvian language or to follow one of government-developed models with similar proportions. This provision is applied since 2015. 

[22] Starting with 2008/2009 academic year in 10th grade and by 2010/2011 academic year in 12th grade of minority schools tuition in the subjects of Latvian language and literature must follow the curriculum of Latvian-language schools. The first unified exam of Latvian language and literature (also applicable to private minority schools) was in 2012, and since that time, the publication of exam results for Latvian schools and minority schools as separate groups was discontinued. However, the results of every particular school are still published
. After generalization, the results of 2013 exam are as follows:
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[23] It has to be noted that many post-secondary education bodies use Latvian language school exam fopr admissions. Thus the exam has an impact on the possibility to receive tertiary education, especially the free one – in publicly-funded universities and colleges. The lack of distinction in requirements for pupils having learned in Latvian only and bilingually, in the present situation, may amount to discrimination.

[24] The significant differences in exam grades (in various subjects – some other subjects also show that teaching mostly in Latvian turns out to be less efficient for minority high schools) are summarised by our NGO in a study available in Russian.
 The disparities in the Latvian language exam had been also initially recognized by authorities in 2012.

[25] It should be noted that there is some disparity in the percentage of those having obtained higher education among ethnic Latvians (23.8 % of those aged 15 and older, according to 2011 census) and ethnic minorities (22.0 %), mostly Russian-speakers 
 The disparity cannot be explained by the level of urbanisation, because the minority population is more urbanised than the ethnic Latvians.

[26] There is a demand for education in Russian on all levels, as evidenced by statistics. 30 % of students of private tertiary education bodies and 15 % of students of private colleges study in Russian (in public ones, accordingly – less than 1 %, supposedly those studying Russian philology, and 0), as at 2015.

Media regulation

[27] In October, 2014, amendments to the Code of Administrative violations were adopted, concerning, inter alia, the violations in media. The maximum fine for violating licence terms has been raised – from 2100 EUR to 10,000 EUR.
 One of licence terms being the share of Latvian language on the waves of a radio station, Parliament’s own press release mentions that the amendments will apply to language proportions.

[28] Amendments of 2014 to the Electronic Mass Media Law provided for requiring an overwhelming majority of private radio stations (those currently having licenses providing for broadcasting 50 % or more time in Latvian) to switch to broadcasting all content in Latvian, starting from January, 2016. In the end of 2015, the relevant provision were changed,
 postponing the draconian measure to 2017 and applying it to a somewhat smaller part of radio stations – those currently having licenses providing for broadcasting 51 % or more time in Latvian.

Most concerning and most recent case-law and law enforcement
[29] The Supreme Court in February, 2016, has denied an otherwise available opportunity to add a record of original name without Latvian-language endings (but still in Latin script) to passports of children born in independent Latvia. The court says that their names as recorded in birth certificates (i.e., already-Latvianized) are the only original ones.

[30] In March 2016, Latgale Regional Court has decided to deprive Mr Ivans Baranovs of his seat at Balvi Municipality Council due to his Latvian language skills being lower than required from local councillors by government regulations (C1 level required). In December 2016, the judgment entered into force after the dismissal of Baranov's complaint by the Supreme Court.
 Notably, Mr Baranov did not fail to serve the interests of his voters: he was elected three times in a row – and returned to the council by the elections of June 2017. Mr Baranov has also submitted a complaint to the Constitutional Court, with LHRC assistance, but the court declined to initiate a case.
[31] Concerning use of minority languages in place-names, we wish to refer to a court case currently pending before the Constitutional Court, with LHRC assistance. A homeowner in Liepaja was fined for putting on her house a plaque in three languages (Latvian, Russian, English), instead of Latvian only. No harm was made to any interests – however, the courts of general jurisdiction have ruled against the homeowner. She is now contesting Sections 18 and 21 of the Official Language Law.

[32] In 2016, State Language Centre has fined Riga Mayor Nils Ušakovs case for using Russian (alongside Latvian) on Riga city council social network account. The fine (EUR 140) has entered into force in March 2017, when Riga Regional Court has rejected a complaint by Mr Ušakovs.

[33] Other examples of the publicly-known record of the State Language Centre, in the last years, include prohibiting the following information in non-official languages (usually Russian, but also English), from being put in public places or sent to people without a prior request by public authorities or publicly owned enterprises:
-
Information boards in Jelgava railway station with English and Russian along Latvian,

-
reading aloud the names of stops in trams of mostly Russian-speaking Daugavpils city
,

-
а bilingual municipal Latvian-Russian newsletter (luckily it was allowed to send it by post),

-
booklets about transition to euro as the new currency

-
the mixed Latin-Cyrillic writing of the title an art exhibition “Māксла” (the word sounds like Latvian “māksla”, meaning “art”) at a museum.

-
and, finally, invitations to women to undergo oncological checks (sic!).

Most recent legislative and regulatory novelties

[34] On February 21, 2017, the Cabinet has adopted new amendments
 to its Regulations No. 733 of 7 July 2009, on positions and professions which require official language proficiency. Effective since January 1, 2018, new provision will require members of ruling boards of NGOs to have Latvian language proficiency on the level C1. A possibility of exceptions from the rule is only allowed for ethnic minority culture NGOs. They will be allowed to request State Language Centre (under the Ministry of Justice) to apply lower requirements for their board members. However, there are no criteria established for the State Language Centre on when to grant such exceptions. This creates a risk of arbitrariness and political pressure on ethnic minority NGOs not satified with government policy. We find that the requirements are dangerous for freedom of association, limiting it to people with good Latvian skills. They are especially dangerous in Southeastern Latvia, where Latvian language environment is narrow and Latvian language skills among ethnic minorities (there – a majority) are lower-than-average. Also, the requirements will hit some NGOs mostly consisting of elderly ethnic minority people in the capital city of Riga (another sector of population with lower-than-average Latvian skills). 
The annotation to the amendments is quite vague. It admits that in private sector, language requirements must be limited with lawful interests of the public. However, the annotation maintains that virtually all NGOs will be affected under those requirements, interpreting interests of abstract persons to communicate with NGOs in Latvian as “lawful interest of the public”.
 This even runs counter to the Official Language Law: its Section 2 limits lawful interests of the public to “public security, health, morality, health care, protection of consumer rights and employment rights, safety in the work place and public administration supervision”.
[35] Besides, in May 2017, the Parliament adopted amendments to the law "On Land Privatisation in Rural Areas" introducing new requirements for buying agricultural land for natural persons, in Section 28.1. One of the new requirements for EU/EEA/Swiss citizens buying agricultural land is the need to have a documented command of Latvian language at B2 level (CEFR).

Legislative initiatives currently under consideration

[36] In May 2017, the Parliament approved for consideration on the merits draft amendments to the Administrative Violations Code.
 They foresee stricter punishments for "linguistic" violations and a new victimless offense – "sending or giving prospects, bulletins, catalogues etc. for natural persons, along with the official language, also in a foreign language without a request from those persons" (a warning or a fine of up to EUR 150, for legal persons up to EUR 7000). For grave contempt to the official language and for repeated distribution in several languages the information which is provided by law to be published in Latvian only, the bill intends not only to enlarge the fines - but also to allow an optional punishment of prohibition to hold official posts. The most widespread language offence – "failure to use the official language in the amount required for performance of Professional and Office duties, if the regulatory enactment specifies the use of the official language" is intended to have a maximum fine of EUR 700 instead of current EUR 280.
[37] Most recently, in June, 2017, drafts of amendments for Cabinet regulations on school exams have appeared on the government portal. The amendments, prepared by the Ministry of Education and Science, eliminate the option of answering exam questions in Russian.

Country-specific issues: Statelessness

[38] On June 3, 2017, local elections were held, and for the seventh time in a row, a large part of permanent residents could not vote.  The so-called “non-citizens of Latvia” – stateless people – remained deprived of both active and passive electoral rights even in local elections, despite repeated recommendations of ECRI and other CoE, UN and OSCE bodies. According to the official data of the Population Register, the “non-citizens” formed 13.5 % of the adult population of Latvia on January 1, 2017.

[39] The number of “non-citizens” continues to decrease: in January 2017, there were 242,560 “non-citizens” residing in Latvia, in January 2016, there were 252,017.  However, their naturalization is stalled – less than 1000 people a year.
 Thus, the main cause of the reduction of their number is mortality, to some extent accompanied by emigration or taking citizenship of other countries.
[40] The amendments, adopted in 2013, to the Citizenship Law,
 include some steps to be welcomed:

One is that children of “non-citizens” born in Latvia will need an application by one parent, instead of two, to get citizenship in a simplified way. However, it falls short of repeated international recommendations to give citizenship to those babies without any applications.

Another is relaxing the prohibition of dual citizenship. However, it will remain impossible for three out of four biggest groups of foreign citizens – those of Russia, Ukraine and Belarus,
 being countries of origin for most representatives of ethnic minorities in Latvia. The prohibition remains in force in respect of citizens of most other countries, too. 
The same amendments include some regrettably restrictive provisions, lacking proportionality to legitimate aims: 
The authorities are allowed to refuse naturalization on vague “security/constitutional order” grounds (Section 11), in a way not subject to court review (Section 17(4) and Section 17(5)). 
Besides, the rule that before naturalization, the applicant must live in Latvia as a permanent resident for five years, is tightened –“an interruption of one year in total is permitted but which cannot be during the last year before the day of submitting the application for naturalisation” (Section 11 (1)).

[41] There are some suggestions, including by the President,
 that newborn children of the so-called "non-citizens", if born in Latvia, should become its citizens at birth, as repeatedly suggested by various international organisations. However, this talk does not turn into practice. Moreover, while positive, such a step would not solve the bulk of the problem - as at 1 January 2017, there were only 52 “non-citizens” born in 2016, 83 born in 2015 and 79 born in 2014 among Latvian residents.

[42] The Court of Justice of the European Union has found, in 2015, that reserving the office of notaries for Latvian citizens only is unacceptable.
 Latvia has amended the law to comply with the judgment, accommodating citizens of other EU member states. However, the so-called “non-citizens”, more numerous and closer connected to Latvia legally, remain prohibited from being notaries.
[43] The issue of pensions’ rights for “non-citizens”, to which ECRI paid attention and expressed concern,
 remains only partially resolved after the ECtHR judgment in Andrejeva v. Latvia (February 2009).  The judgment was only partly implemented – ex nunc only and in respect of those who had worked in Russia or Belarus before 1991, not for those who had worked in most of republics of the former USSR. A new case, also led by LHRC, has been communicated by ECtHR to Latvian government (Savickis and Others v. Latvia).
[44] The ban for “non-citizens” to serve in municipal police, condemned by ECRI
, remains in force.
