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Legislative and administrative measures 
in the context of arbitrary deprivation of nationality:

the Republic of Latvia

1. A citizen of Latvia has right to renounce his/her citizenship if one has the citizenship of another state, or has been guaranteed the citizenship of another state. An application to renounce citizenship may be refused if:

1) the person has not fulfilled obligations towards Latvia; or 
2) the person has not fulfilled mandatory active military service obligations (NB the mandatory active military service is currently abolished). 
The grounds are Sections 22 and 23 of the Citizenship Law.
According to Section 24 of the Citizenship Law, Latvian citizenship can be revoked by a decision of a Regional Court, if a person:

1) has acquired the citizenship (nationality) of another state without submitting an application regarding renunciation of Latvian citizenship;

2) is serving in the armed forces, internal military forces, security service, police (militia), or is employed in a juridical institution, of a foreign state, without permission from the Cabinet of Ministers; or

3) has knowingly provided false information about himself or herself when verifying a right to hold Latvian citizenship or during naturalisation and, in that way, has obtained Latvian citizenship without there being a basis therefore

2. As described in section 1, national law contains safeguards against the possibility of statelessness after renouncing Latvian citizenship, but not after revoking it.
3. The national legislation does not contain specific prohibition of discrimination in revoking citizenship. Article 91 of the Constitution forbids any kind of dicrimination, including one on the grounds mentioned in the questionnaire.
4. If citizenship is established at birth, it is mentioned in the birth certificate, according to Section 31 of the Civil Status Documents Registration Law
. To confirm their citizenship, which is the principal basis of establishing child’s citizenship at birth, parents need to present their identity document, according to Para. 2 of the by-law.

5. Children of stateless persons (including so-called „non-citizens”, see Annex B) born in Latvia need to undergo a certain procedure in order to receive Latvian citizenship according to Section 3.1 of the Citizenship Law. I.e., their parents must submit an application to the Office of Citizenship and Migration Affairs. 
According to the head of consular section  of Latvia’s embassy in Russia, in some 60 % of cases the parents do not use the procedure
. In those cases, children remain stateless. As a result, as at 1 January, 2013, 10,375 children (i.e., persons born between 1995 and 2012) residing in Latvia were so-called „non-citizens”; besides, 3 children were in possession of documents of a stateless person issued by Latvia.

6. If both parents are citizens of Latvia (or one parent is a Latvian citizen and the other is unknown or recognized to be stateless), their children receive Latvian citizenship by birth, according to Sections 2 and 3 of the Citizenship Law.

Besides, according to Section 3 of the Citizenship Law, 

(1) If, at the moment of the birth of the child, one of his or her parents is a Latvian citizen, but the other is an alien, the child shall be a Latvian citizen, if the child:

1) was born in Latvia; or

2) was born outside Latvia, but at the moment of the birth of the child, the permanent place of residence of the parents, or that parent with whom the child is living, was in Latvia.

(2) In the aforementioned cases, the parents may, having mutually agreed, choose the citizenship

(nationality) of the other (not Latvian) state for their child.

(3) If, at the moment of the birth of the child, one of the parents is a Latvian citizen, but the other is an alien, and the permanent place of residence of both parents is outside Latvia, the parents shall determine the citizenship (nationality) of the child by mutual agreement.
7. In case of a dispute over issuing documents confirming Latvian citizenship, the natural persons can apply to administrative courts.
Revocation of citizenship itself is made in judicial manner only.

8. According to Section 25 of the Citizenship Law, Latvian citizenship of a person who has lost Latvian citizenship as a result of the choice made by his or her parents or adopters, legal error or an illegal revocation of citizenship may, at his or her request, be restored by a decision of the Cabinet of Ministers.
9. The following provisions resulting in deprivation of citizenship can be considered arbitrary:
1) The need to submit a specific application in order for the children of stateless persons, including so-called „non-citizens”, to become citizens.

2) Revocation of citizenship of a person who is serving in the armed forces, internal military forces, security service, police (militia), or is employed in a juridical institution, of a foreign state. The reason of arbitrariness is the fact that Latvia has not made a respective reservation while acceding to the 1961 convention.
Annex 
A) Latvia is a member to both 1954 and 1961 conventions on statelessness.

B) Some 297 900 residents of Latvia, or 13.5 % of the population, including thousands of children, are so-called „non-citizens of Latvia” (Latvian: Latvijas nepilsoņi) or „citizens of the former USSR”, as at January, 2013.
 They do not have citizenship of any state, but they are not recognized by Latvia to be stateless (Latvian: bezvalstnieki) under 1954 convention
. At the same time, they have passports issued by Latvia and an unconditional right to reside in Latvia.
Only 175 residents of Latvia, as at January, 2013, have Latvia-issued travel documents of a stateless person under 1954 Convention
. Besides, some 3500 „non-citizens of Latvia” reside abroad, as at January, 2013
.
C) Currently, amendments to the Citizenship Law are discussed in the Parliament. If finalised as adopted in the second reading (September 6, 2012), they will allow Latvian citizens to get citizenship of EU, EFTA and NATO member states (also of states which will conclude a treaty with Latvia on double citizenship) without having to lose Latvian citizenship. The concept of EU citizenship might give some ground to the preference given to EU member states, but the distinction in favour of EFTA and NATO member states does not seem to be justified. Notably, it excludes kin-states of three most numerous ethnic minorities in Latvia (Russia, Belarus, Ukraine).
