Strengthening the legal framework of social integration: 

the international law benchmarks for Baltic countries
We urge the Latvian and Lithuanian authorities to follow the positive example of Estonia by making a declaration under Article 14 of ICERD;
We urge the Estonian and Lithuanian authorities to follow the positive example of Latvia and recommendation of ECRI by ratification of the Convention against Discrimination in Education;
We urge the Estonian and Latvian authorities to follow the positive example of Lithuania by withdrawing the restrictive declarations made upon ratification of the Framework Convention for the Protection of National Minorities. We urge the Lithuanian authorities to implement this ratified Framework Convention for the Protection of National Minorities in national law and practice. 

We call on the authorities of Baltic countries to follow the ECRI recommendations by ratification of the European Convention on Nationality, Convention on the Participation of Foreigners in Public Life on Local Level, International Convention on the Protection of the Rights of All Migrant Workers and Members of their Families and the anti-discrimination Protocol No. 12 to the European Convention on Human Rights.

We call on the Estonian authorities to follow the positive example of Latvia and Lithuania by ratification of the Additional Protocol to the Convention on Cybercrime and the Latvian authorities – to follow the positive example of Estonia and Lithuania by granting voting rights in local elections to stateless permanent residents.
We consider swift implementation of the judgments of the European Court of Human Rights to be necessary for the rule of law in the Baltic countries.
