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The Latvian Human Rights Committee would like to submit its proposals for amendments as follows:
II. Core principles
1. The right to education for all is grounded in universal and regional human rights instruments including instruments on minority rights and the rights of indigenous peoples. The core principles of international human rights are fully applicable to the right to education and should be faithfully implemented by States. These include the principles of equality and non-discrimination. The principle of equality does not imply uniform treatment in the field of education regardless of circumstances but rather that differential treatment of individuals and groups is justified when circumstances warrant it, so that the right not to be discriminated against is also violated when States without an objective and reasonable justification fail to treat differently persons whose situations are significantly different. National and local contexts are important in the detailed application of educational responsibilities and governments enjoy a margin of appreciation in applying the principles to particular contexts. States should refrain from limiting or derogating from guarantees for education for minorities and education in minority languages.
Justification: historical, ideological and other considerations cannot be the reason for diminishing legal guarantees for the right to education for minorities.
III. Essential requirements for an effective education strategy

2. States should review, enact and amend legislation where necessary to eliminate discrimination and promote quality education for all members of minorities regardless of the language of instruction.
Justification: the quality of education should be guaranteed on an equal basis to all members of minorities. Education through the medium of minority languages should not be considered as a less qualitative option.
3. State or local policies of educational segregation through special classes or special schools for minority pupils, including policies leading to over-representation of minority pupils in such, are strongly discouraged and in no case should minority pupils be assigned to special classes or schools simply on the basis of their ethnicity. However, creation and development of classes and schools providing education in minority languages should not be considered segregation, if the assignment to such classes and schools is of voluntary nature. 
Justification: the Recommendations should be clear that education in minority languages is not considered segregation and is welcomed by the Forum.
VI. The Relationship Between De-Segregation Strategies, Cultural Autonomy and Integration in the Quest for Social Cohesion
4. The liberty of parents or guardians to choose educational institutions for their children other than those established by the authorities of the State and to ensure the religious and moral education of their children in conformity with their own convictions is to be recognised. States should not hinder the enjoyment of this right by imposing unduly burdensome legal or other requirements regulating the establishment and management of such institutions. Public financial support should be provided to such institutions without any discrimination in comparison with the public educational institutions and other private educational institutions.
Justification: the State authorities should not discriminate against minority educational institutions when providing financial support, if they control the educational standards in such institutions. The UN Human Rights Committee declared in the case Waldman v. Canada (Communication No.694/1996) that if a State party chooses to provide public funding to religious schools, it should make this funding available without discrimination. The same principle is to be applied also in respect of linguistic and other minorities.
5. States should provide adequate opportunities and resources (staff, textbooks, etc.) for persons belonging to minorities to learn their mother tongue or learn through the medium of the mother tongue, alternatives which should not be understood as mutually exclusive. Specific form of such opportunities should be chosen in consultations with persons belonging to minorities and taking into account their demands. Tertiary education through the medium of minority languages is welcomed. 
Justification: the State policy in the field of education for minorities should take into account the demands and opinions of persons belonging to minorities. Tertiary education in minority languages is provided successfully in many countries, therefore the recommendation to use minority languages in education should not concern only school education. 
6. School language regimes for the initial stages of education should ideally employ the language of the child as the predominant medium of instruction, with a gradual flexible introduction according to wish of persons belonging to minorities, of the State language or dominant local language if different from that of the child, at the later stages, where possible by bilingual teachers sensitive to the cultural backgrounds of minority children.
Justification: introduction of the State language or dominant local language as the medium of instruction should not be considered as the only possible option; in some countries the system of education in minority languages is self-sufficient, the State language is taught only as a second language.
